 Included in this outing will be 2 games of bowling, pizza and soft drink beverages.

 The children will be exposed to use of a community facility for recreational purposes. Within the learning environment of this facility, the students will learn to take turns, behave properly while out of the school environment, cheer on their peers, and learn math skills while following the score keeping machines. 

Eating out at a facility includes learning proper line waiting skills, asking servers proper questions related to lunch procedures, table manners, and waiting to move to the next area of the facility when directed.

These events encourage student learning of the curriculum by utilizing another facility outside of a school environment.
