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Bowling Alley
Activities

Level |

1. Ask your students, “What do we roll down the lane?” as you are walking around the
bowling alley.
2. Ask your students, “What are we trying to knock down?”
3. Have your students indicate yes/no to the following questions:
“Do we bounce a bowling ball?” (Show the students a bowling ball.)
“Do we sleep at the bowling alley?” (Pretend to go to sleep.)
“Do we take turns bowling?” (Discuss bowling rules.)

Level 11
1. Have your students label items found in the bowling alley showing them shoes, pins, and

bowling ball. Ask them, “What is this?”
2. Have your students practice the concept of turn taking while you are bowling. Have your
students use their communication board to indicate whose turn it is. “Now whose turn is it?”
3. Ask your students, “What do we do with the bowling ball? What are we trying to knock
down?”
4. Have your students ask the attendant for help in renting shoes.
Suggested sequence:
“I need help. Please. Shoes. . .5 (size). Thank you.”
5. Have your students practice number concepts 0-5 by asking your students the following
questions: “How many holes are there in a bowling ball? How many bowling balls/pins do

you see?”

Level 111

1. Have your students tell you where you plan to go and what you will find there. “Where are
we going today? What will we find there?”
2. Have your students ask the attendant for help getting a scorecard and paying for a game.
Suggested sequence:
“I need help. Scorecard. How much is it? Please. Thank you.”
3. Have your students estimate the cost of four people bowling a game. “How much would it
cost for all four of us to bowl?”
4. Have your students estimate the size of shoe they wear after telling them your size. “What
size bowling shoe do you think you wear?”
5. Have your students practice the concept of turn taking while you are bowling. Have your
students use their communication board to indicate whose turn it is. “Now whose turn is it?”
6. Have your students ask where the bathroom is located.
Suggested sequence:
“I need help. Please. Bathroom. Thank you.”
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
